Questions for Global History Portfolio Presentation
Students will be asked two questions from this list and at least one surprise question.  Students should prepare detailed written answers in order to assist them during their presentations. 

1) How was learning history through a portfolio of projects different from other history classes you have had in the past?

2) Which was your favorite artifact? Why?

3) Which was your least favorite artifact? Why?

4) What is one thing that you have learned throughout this process that you did not know before?

5) Pick any two artifacts and explain how they relate to each other.

6) Pick a time period in history that is represented through your artifacts and compare it to ancient history that you studied in 9th grade. (Ancient Civilizations, Middle Ages, Rome, India, China, Renaissance, etc.)

7) How might our world be different had there not been an increase of individual worth and value?

8) Which critical thinking skill do you think is most important and why?  Which is least important? Why?

9)  Which period of history represented in the portfolio had the greatest impact (influence) on history and society? Why?

10) Is the worth of one person more important than the worth of an entire group? Explain
